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Article I – Name

The name of the organization shall be “Braden River Band Boosters Association” hereinafter known as BRBBA.  It shall be a non-profit organization as duly filed.

Article II – Purpose

Section I

To promote the interest and activities of the “Braden River High School Marching Band”, hereinafter referred to as Band.
Section II

To organize the activities of the parents of students in the Band of Braden River High School, when activities are for the purpose of providing either financial or other assistance to any program specifically involving the Band.  The activity or activities are to be agreed upon by a majority of the members in attendance at the regular meeting of the BRBBA when the activity or activities are presented for approval.

Article III – Membership

Section I

The membership shall be open to anyone who is interested in the Band of Braden River High School.  Membership is to run yearly.

Section II

Members who are parents of band and auxiliary members will have voting rights and will be eligible to hold office.

Article IV – Meetings

Section I

The second Monday of each month shall be the meeting night, unless changed by the Executive Committee.

Section II

At the meetings of the organization, those voting members present shall constitute a quorum.

Article V – Election of Officers

Section I

The elected officers are President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer, which are elected yearly.  The Registered Agent is the Band Director.

Section II

There are no limitations to the length of time an officer can hold a position.  The Registered Agent will remain as long as the Band Director is employed at Braden River High School.

Section III

The President shall appoint a Nominating Committee in February, consisting of three (3) voting members to nominate officers for the coming year.  Nominations from the floor shall be accepted.  Nominees must be parents of band and auxiliary members enrolled in the band or auxiliary in the following year.
Section IV

The officers shall be elected at the April meeting by written ballot prepared by the Nominating Committee.  The officers shall assume their duties at the May meeting.

Section V

In the event an officer cannot fulfill a term of office, the President, with the concurrence of the Executive Committee, shall appoint a replacement to complete the year.

Article VI – Duties of the Officers

Section I

The President shall perform the duties normally associated with that office and serve as an adjunct member of all committees.

Section II

The Vice President shall perform all designated duties and all duties of the President in his or her absence.

Section III

The Secretary shall record minutes of each regular meeting and perform such other duties that pertain to the Secretary.  The minutes will be approved by the Executive Committee, then the Secretary will post meeting minutes prior to the next regular meeting.
Section IV

The Treasurer shall collect all money and pay all authorized bills.  All non-budgeted expenditures must be pre-approved and signed by two (2) Executive Committee members.  A Treasurer’s report will be read at each general meeting.  The records of the Treasurer shall be open at all times for the inspection by any member of the organization.  At the termination of the term of office or annually, all funds of the organization shall be turned over to the Treasurers successor and the books shall be audited.  The Treasurer will be bonded and the bond is to be paid by the organization.

Article VII – Executive Committee

Section I

The Executive Officers and Band Director shall constitute the Executive Committee.

Section II

The Executive Committee shall meet monthly or as required to conduct the necessary business of the organization.

Section III

The President, with the approval of the Executive Committee, shall appoint all committee chairpersons.

Article VIII – Duties of the Executive Committee

Section I

Conduct regular Executive Committee meetings monthly during the school year, the time to be fixed by the committee at its first meeting after elections are held.  A majority of the Executive Committee members shall constitute a quorum.  Special meetings may be called by the President or by a majority of the members of the Executive Committee.

Section II

Formulate an agenda for general meetings with guidance from the Band Director.

Section III

Present a report at the regular meeting of the BRBBA

Section IV

In April, establish a projected annual budget for the BRBBA in cooperation with the Band Director.  The budget shall be presented at the May meeting for approval by the general membership.

Section V

Transact necessary business in the intervals between regular meetings and such other business as may be referred to the membership.

Section VI

Create standing committees and approve the plans of work of the standing committees.
Section VII

Appoint an Auditing Committee at least two (2) weeks before the May meeting to audit the Treasurer’s account.  The Auditing Committee shall consist of one (1) Executive Board member, one (1) Band Booster member, selected by the President, and the Band Director.
Article IX – Financial Activities

Section I

Being a non-profit organization, all funds earned by this organization shall be used for operation purposes as outlined in Article II.

Section II

The fundraiser chair will meet with the Executive Committee in April and present a fundraiser calendar.  Upon approval by the Executive Committee, the calendar will be presented at the May general meeting and must be agreed upon by a majority vote of the members in attendance.
Section III

All proposed disbursements of funds of this organization other than BRBBA operating expenses, shall first be presented to the Executive Committee prior to regular meeting for consideration before being put to a membership vote.  The Executive Committee shall determine whether the required expenditure is: (a) consistent with the purposes and by-laws of the organization and (b) whether the financial condition permits the expenditure without creating a negative balance in the treasury, considering all obligations of the organization.  The request shall then be submitted to a vote of the membership at the next general meeting.
Section IV

The Executive Committee, with the Band Director, shall prepare a proposed balanced budget of income and expenditures for the Braden River High School Marching Band, indicating funds required from the BRBBA to operate the program for the current year.  This proposal shall be presented to the membership by the May meeting.

Section V

The Band Director shall submit a tentative annual budget to the Executive Committee at their April meeting.  This budget shall include a contingency fund to be used at the discretion of the Band Director.

Section VI

100% of monies collected through fundraising efforts shall be held in checking accounts at local banks that are insured by the FDIC.

Section VII

Signing privileges shall be designated as previously outlined in this document.
Article X – Amendments to the Constitution

Section I

Procedures for amending the Constitution or establishing by-laws shall be as follows:

1. The President shall appoint a committee to develop any constitutional changes.

2. A copy of the proposed change(s) shall be presented at a regular meeting, posted in the band room and on the BRBBA website.

3. At the next regular meeting, a majority vote of the affirmative voting membership in attendance is required for adoption of the change.

Article XI – Emergency Procedures

Section I

In the event of the need for decisions prior to a regular meeting regarding official action of the organization, the agreement of three (3) of the five (5) officers named in Article V, Section I, shall be sufficient.  Funds up to the amount of $1,000.00 can be submitted by such action.  The action taken shall be entered into the minutes of the next meeting of the general membership.
Article XII – Dissolution

Section I

This organization has been formed to assist the band program.  It can be dissolved only by a vote of the membership, after all members have been informed of the intent to dissolve.  All remaining funds of the BRBBA will be turned over to Braden River High School’s principal for placement into the Instrumental Music Department General Fund upon dissolution of this organization, with no money reverting to the members of this organization.
