Dear Marching Band Parents and Students,

Attached is the marching band application for the BRHS Marching Band of Pirates. Our school administration, band boosters, marching band director and staff have made a commitment to supporting a competitive marching band and to help students raise the funds needed to participate in the marching band. We are one of a few west-coast bands including Tarpon Springs, Seminole, East Lake, Port Charlotte, Lakewood Ranch and Mariner, who follow a competitive band philosophy. 
The Marching Band is a highly successful group that is growing in both quality and quantity. The Marching Band of Pirates have qualified for the FMBC State Semi-Finals for three consecutive years and last year earned State Finalist Honors for the first time in our short history. Qualifying for finals was a thrill for our students as they performed in the Tropicana Dome and earned 5th place in Class 2A.
Our 2010 Fall Show is “To the Summit”. The music for our competition show is both exciting and inspirational and will provide a great challenge for our band. To the Summit will be a metaphor used all season to help inspire our students to achieve beyond their expectations and earn their place among the state’s elite marching band programs.
The fees for the 20010-2011 Marching Band have been set at $525.00. The fee covers program expenses such as music, drill, extra instructors, travel, uniforms, equipment, entry fees to contest and uniform cleaning. The students will have several opportunities to raise funds to pay a portion or their entire marching band fee. Parents and students will have three payment options for the 2010-2011 marching band.
Option #1 – Pay in full and receive a 10% discount
Bring you check book or cash to the April 12th meeting and present it for payment with your marching band application form. You fee will be reduced by 10% for a total cost of $472.50. This can be paid by check or credit/debit card. We have pay-pal.
Option #2 – Installment Payments
Pay by check or cash or credit card monthly. Use a check or cash to pay the non-refundable deposit of $150.00 at the parent meeting on April 24th then make monthly payments throughout the season. $525 - $150 deposit leaves a balance of $375.00 that will be divided into (5) monthly payments of $75.00 each. Payments can be deposited in the band safe or can be paid online with a credit card on or before the due date.
Option #3 – Fundraising Option
Starting in July, the band boosters’ will have one fundraiser per month dedicated to helping our band students earn money towards their band fees. In most cases 50% of the profit earned by students will go directly towards their band fee. 75% of march-a-thon profits earned by band students will go directly towards their band fees. 

Students using the fund raising option are expected to earn enough profit each month to cover their monthly payment of $75.00. For example: if a student earns $50.00 profit on a fund raiser in one month, a balance of $25.00 will be due at the end of the month. If a student earns $125.00, the $75.00 monthly payment would be covered and $50.00 will be credited towards the next month’s payment.
Please fill out the attached marching band registration sheet and turn it into Mr. C or bring it with you to the marching band meeting on Monday, April 12th. We look forward to having you as a member of the Marching Band of Pirates.
